


Confirmation Name and Saint Report

As you prepare for your Confirmation Day, you must also consider that a practice of our Church is that you may choose a name that will remind you of this sacrament for the rest of your life. You may choose the name of a saint or someone from the Old Testament.
· Learn about the names of people in your family and about the Saints that they are named for.
· Spend some time researching a few Saints that you know of or whom your parents know of and perhaps have meaning to your family. 
· Consider the characteristics of these saints. When did they live? What are they known for? Are they a Patron saint of something?
· If you are not sure ask your Catechist or Mrs. Lahood – we have many books you can borrow to read.
· Read a book about a Saint you want to know more about. 
· Write about the saint. Include:
· Where did the saint live? And When?
· What did they do that you feel makes them a saint?
· Do you have qualities or characteristics of this saint?
· Why did you choose this person’s name? Are they someone you admire? 
· What about this Saint will remind you of your Confirmation and the Catholic Faith?
